OBJECTIVE

The objective of this Memorandum of Understanding is to
establish the basis for a cooperative institutional relationship lo
encourage agnd promote technical bilateral cooperation on new and
renewable epergy issues on the basis of mutual benefit, equality and
reciprocity.

Cooperation activities under this Memorandum of Understanding
will be in strict observance to all applicable laws, statutes and in-force
regulations applicable to each of the Parties and to the principles
related to thq administration of resources in each country.

Any provision in this Memorandum of Understandipg will not be
interpreted in such a way that compels the Parties to collgborate in any
activity forbidden by the law in their respective jurisdictions.

For the aforesaid’ activities, the Joint Committee shall to
the extent possible conduct its work through electronic gommunication,
but meet alternately in Chile and india, and when this is deemed

necessary.
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
