Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1
OBJECTIVE

The objective of this Memorandum of Understanding is to establish the basis

lor a cooperative inslitulional relationship to encourage and promoic lechnical

il |bilaleral cooperalion on new and renewable energy issues on lhe basis ol mulual

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Coopceration activitics under this Mcemorandum of Understanding will be in

Any provision in this Memorandum of Understanding will not be interpreted
in such a way that compels the Parties to collaborate in any activity forbidden by

the law in their respective jurisdictions.
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ARTICLE I
MODALITIES OF COOPERATION

Cooperation under this Memorandum of Understanding may take the tollowing
modalities:

a) exchange and training ol scientific and {echinical personnel;

b}  exchange of scientific and technological available information and data;

¢)  organization of workshops, seminars and working groups;

d) wansler ol equipment, know-how and technology, on non-commercial
basis;

e] development of joint research or technical projects on subjects of mutual
interest;

f) other modalities as may be agreed upon by the Pastics,

ARTICLE I
COORDINATION AND FOLLOW UP

i In order Lo coordinate the above-mentlioned aclivilies and decide upon projectl

-' proposals related to design and development of various new and rencwable energy

lechnologies, the Parlies shall establish a “Joint Commillee” with the lollowing

| [functions:

a) identilying areas of mulual interest and cooperation lor development ol
new and renewable energy lechnologices, syslems, sub-sysiems, devices,
mn'lponents. ele.:

b) monitoring and evalualing cooperalion aclivilics; and

c) any other activities agreed upon in writing by the Parties.

The Parties shall designate a representative each to the Joint Committee. For

the aloresaid aclivilies, the Joint Comunitiee shall to the extent possible conduct its

B lwork through electronic communication, but meet alteimately in Mexico and Inclia,

M !21d when this is deemed necessary.

The Joint Committee may co-opt other members from scientific institutions,
