Background:

One of the most important international events in Renewable Energy area is a
conference-cum-exhibition hosted every two years by different Governments.
Introduced in Bonn in 2004, followed by Beijing in 2005, Washington in 2008,
Delhi International Renewable Energy Conference (DIREC) 2010 is the
fourth Ministerial Level Global Event. The Government of India, Ministry of New
and Renewable Energy is hosting the Delhi International Renewable Energy
Conference (DIREC) 2010, during 27-29 October 2010 at India Expo Centre &
Mart, Greater Noida, India. The inaugural session and reception for the
delegates will be held on 26" October, 2010 at Vigyan Bhawan and Purana
Quila/ Hotel Le Meridien, New Delhi.

The DIREC, 2010 is expected to attract around 100 Ministerial delegations from
over 130 participating countries, 250 internally acclaimed leading speakers, and
5000-6000 conference delegates from across the globe.

SCOPE OF WORK & FACILITIES REQUIRED

The transport service has to be organized by an efficient and experienced team,
including communication and administration. The Scope of Work and facilities to
be provided by the Transport Contractor include:

Arrangements for reception at the Airports, hotels by setting up travel &
help desks at Airports as well as at the Venue of Conference to provide
assistance to the national & international delegates on their return
journeys;

Transfer of delegates from Airports / Railway Stations to Hotels and
Transportation of delegates from Hotels to the venue of the Conference,
cultural events and transport for VIPs.

Exhibitions India Pvt. Ltd., the Professional Conference Organizer (PCO),
engaged by this Ministry to manage the DIREC 2010, will be operating
Help Desks from 25" to 30" October, 2010 at the International &
Domestic Airports at New Delhi to receive delegates arriving for DIREC
2010 and assist delegates by providing transfers from airports to hotels in
cars/coaches and back from hotels to Airports on complimentary basis.

The Transport & Service Provider shall be required to work in close
cooperation with the PCO and shall provide Deluxe Coaches or Mini
Coaches or SUVs or Cars depending upon the number and protocol of
delegates’ arriving at the Delhi Airports on 25" to 29" October, 2010.

The types of Air Conditioned vehicles required are: Deluxe Coaches; High
End Cars such as Mercedes Benz, BMW, Skoda; SUVs such as Innova/
Mini Coaches/ Volkswagen/ Scorpio or the like and Middle segment cars
such as Honda City, Maruti SX4, Maruti Dezire, Indigo etc.

The Transport facilities shall be required for up to 800-900 persons during
the Inaugural Session, Cultural Show and Dinner on 26" October and for
upto 2,000- 2,500 persons per day during 3-days of the Conference on
27" to 29" October, 2010.

Similar arrangements would be required on 27" to 30" October, 2010 for
their transfer from Hotels to Airports on their departure from New Delhi.

Depending upon the Protocol and status of the delegate, the Transport
Contractor shall be required to provide Cars, SUVs and shuttle bus service
from convenient points connecting major hotels to Vigyan Bhawan to
Purana Quila to Hotel Le Meridien and back from Hotel Le Meridien to
convenient points connecting major hotels on 26th October 2010 for
about 800 persons / delegates on 26™ October, 2010.

ix) Similar arrangements will be required in the mornings, afternoons and
evenings during 27th to 29th October 2010 from/to convenient points
connecting major hotels to/from India Expo Mart Ltd., Greater Noida for
the convenience of the delegates. Few Coaches will also operate to and
from the Ministry’s Hgrs at CGO Complex, New Delhi, convenient points
connecting the hotels and other locations.

x) Transport Contractor shall also be required to conduct tours by Volvo
Coaches or Mini Coaches or SUVs, depending upon the number of visitors
on pay basis for the delegates wishing to visit Taj Mahal, Agra; Jaipur on
all Five days i.e. 26" to 30" October, 2010. Local Delhi City Bus tours by
Delux Coaches shall also be offered to delegates on complimentary basis
by MNRE.

xi) The Transport & Service Provider shall appoint at least two supervisors on
each dedicated rout who will be responsible for overall management and
Coordination with PCO and Drivers of all vehicles. The Transport & Service
Provider shall further be required to provide communication equipments
such as walkie-talkies or Mobile Phones to the Supervisors and Drivers of
all vehicles on DIREC duty for smooth coordination & communication.

Important note:

The above list of activities and scope of work is not exhaustive and aims
only to provide some first guidance. The rough requirement of vehicles during
25" to 30" October, 2010 and a tentative schedule during 25" October 2010 to
30" is enclosed. This is just an indicative requirement; the actual requirements
have to be worked out by the Transport Service Providing Company in
consultation with the PCO and this Ministry.

5. Eligibility

i) The Applicant must be a reputed Professional Transport Providing
Company.

i) The Applicant should have handled around 10 (ten) prestigious National/
International Events having a participation of at least 2,500 delegates and
any two exceeding 5000 delegates,.

(iii) The average Annual minimum turnover of the company in regard to
event management should not be less than Rs. 01.00 Crore (per annum)
for the last three years.

V) The applicant must have work experience of at least five years in high
level events services.
6. General Criteria for evaluation of the firm:

The Applicants would be evaluated/ assessed broadly on the following
criteria:

a) Credentials of the organization, its structure and constitution;
b) Core business and experience;
c) Technical and managerial capability of the firm,

d) Performance record of the last three years; and

f) Experience in the field of assignment and qualification of
key team members to be deployed.

Expression of Interest is invited from reputed and experienced Transport
companies for providing transport services to MNRE during 25" to 30" October,
2010 at New Delhi / NCR in February, 2010. Interested parties may submit their

Together with the Expression of Interest the following details are to be
sent:

1) Full particulars of the Organization/Company/Firm on their financial
strength, constitution / ownership, organizational structure, manpower (
skilled and unskilled), infrastructure, offices and main activities of the
probable transport and services provider;

2) Nos of vehicles (category-wise) owned and registered in the name of the
company and associated with it along with the copies of Registration
certificates in support of their ownership.

3) Unabridged annual reports or audited financial accounts for the last five
years along with latest Income Tax Clearance Certificate and Solvency
Certificate from the bankers;

4) Details of major assignments undertaken of a similar nature, during the
last five years;

5) Certificates of the “providing Satisfactory Transport and Services” of the
events from the principal organizers.

8. Earnest Money Deposit (EMD):

The Expression of Interest (EOI) shall accompany a refundable Earnest
Money Deposit (EMD) of Rs.25,000 ( Rupees twenty five thousand only) by way
of Demand Draft in favour of * DIREC 210” New Delhi payable at New Delhi.
The EMD would be forfeited if the Applicant Agency withdraws its offer or
amends its contents during the validity period.

9. Preliminary Examination:
After receipt of the Interests, the Ministry at its own discretion may invite

any or all the Applicants for discussions with a view to sort out any minor
inconsistencies and seek clarifications on the EOI received.
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
